Notes for Tim for Rulings of Continuing Effect

Chair Ruling: The Chair rules that those are valid means of publishing such as defined in the Constitution.

This probably needs to be in the Rulings of Continuing Effect: "The Chair ruled the motion for the Previous Question in order after debate time had expired, on the grounds that it has an effect beyond that of ending debate (it shuts off the making of lower-ranking subsidiary motions), and that the intent of Standing Rule 5.5 was to avoid wasting debate time, not to prohibit a motion that shuts off subsidiary motions."
